Trail Info

This hike begins along a well-maintained 
gravel road and leads to a wheelchair 
accessible trail. In just 5 to 10 minutes, 
you’ll reach the viewing platform, where 
you can take in the stunning beauty of 
Hendrix Creek Falls.

From 100 Mile House, travel 2km north  
Hwy. 97. Turn right onto Canim-Hendrix 
Lake Road. After 21km, make a right turn 
at the Forest Grove Store to remain on 
Canim-Hendrix Lake Road. Continue 
along for roughly 25 km, at which point 
the road will turn to gravel and become 
the 6000 Road. Travel approximately 18 
km to marker 60, then turn right onto the 
7000 Road, also known as the Spanish 
Creek Forest Service Road. Continue for 
approximately 600 m, crossing over a 
bridge, and then turn right onto the 701 
Forest Service Road. In 2.7 km you will 
reach the parking lot and trailhead for 
the Hendrix Creek Waterfall Trail.
